       *       Gaining exposure to the broad range of current document practices;

       *       Maintaining and sharpening your technical skills;

       *       Staying aware of the latest developments in authoritative standards affecting accounting;

       *       Financial reporting and performance measures for the federal government;

       *       Making a valuable contribution to improving the quality of agency documents; and

       *       Receiving free training.

       In addition, you will earn credits toward your chapter and the Mid-Atlantic Region goals.
